Wildlife Refuge

Big Oaks NWR has
been designated as
a Globally Important
Bird Area because
of its value to
migratory birds.
Located on 50,000 °
acres five miles north of Madison on Highway 421.
A portion of the refuge is open for wildlife
observation, photography, fishing, interpretation,
and environmental education. Excellent fishing
opportunities are available at Old Timbers Lake and
hunting for white-failed deer and wild turkey is
permitted for persons with appropriate refuge
permits.

P Madison's Riverfront

areas with tables. The community's rejuvenated brick
river walk is also a freat with its park benches,
dedicated bricks, gazebo, and viewing areas.

B Broadway Fountain

This ornate fountain is one of only four
remaining of this style in the world.
Originally exhibited in Philadelphia in
1876, it was presented to the city in
1886 by the Independent Order of
0dd Fellows. Originally cast in iron it
was recast in bronze as a bicentennial
celebration of the itizens of Madison in 1976.
